Application 
Complete the application form in this document and post or fax it to the school. You may also use 
the application form on the school website, http://www.whs.school.nz, if this is more convenient. 
 
 
Acceptance 
The school will accept you for enrolment if the following conditions are met: 
 
·  there is a place on the programme 
·  you are under the age of 20 at the time of application. 
·  your supporting documentation indicates that you are a bona fide student 
·  your enrolment is for the purpose of achieving academically in a secondary school. 
·  you obtain a Student Visa for Wellington High School within 21 days of enrolling. 
·  your parent has signed the Tuition Contract for International Students. 
 
The school will normally only accept you for enrolment to start within the first 4 weeks of Term 1 or 
the first week of Term 3. Enrolment outside these times will restrict your choice of subjects and will 
only be done if prior arrangements have been made with you or your agency. 
The school will fax or email you an Offer of Place. This will be followed by a written offer mailed or 
couriered to you the following week. 
 
 
 
 
 
English language proficiency requirements 
 
Senior Students (Years 11, 12, 13) 
Your English proficiency will be tested at the time of enrolment using an Oxford Placing Test.  Your 
placement in classes will depend on your English language level. You will be offered ESOL tuition 
according to your needs.  You will be assessed again at the end of each term by Wellington High 
School and enrolled in a full academic programme when your English language proficiency 
reaches the required level. 
For direct enrolment at Year 13 you must also pass a school designed assessment test in  
Mathematics and Physics if you wish to take these subjects. 
 
Junior Students (Years 9, 10) 
There is no minimum English language requirement but students should have sufficient English to 
allow them to be placed in some less language intensive classes. Students are placed in classes 
with their peer group and may be withdrawn for English language tuition if this is found necessary. 
The school provides a full time English programme and junior students with poor English will be 
placed in a fulltime English language programme. When they are able to understand English and 
can benefit from the teaching, they are placed in an academic programme suitable to their age and 
ability. 
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The full tuition fees must be paid to the school before a receipt can be issued to obtain a Student 
Visa from the New Zealand Immigration Service. 
 
For students from the People’s Republic of China, the fees should be paid only after the student 
has received an Approval in Principle letter from  INZ ( Immigration New Zealand ). 
 
The fees for 2010 are as follows:

In the event that the international programme cannot continue the Board of Trustees will refund 
tuition fees and any homestay money held by the school to students without an insurance policy.

Medical and Fees insurance 
Medical and fees insurance is compulsory as it protects your fees and covers visits to doctors and 
hospitals.   The school will automatically arrange a Protector Plan policy, which starts on the date 
you leave your home country. 
The details of the policy are available on the website: www.uni-care.org 
 
The New Zealand authorities advise that: 
“International students must have appropriate and current medical and travel while studying in New Zealand” 
 
“Health and Travel Insurance: Most students are not entitled to publicly funded health services while in New 
Zealand unless they are: 
·  a resident or citizen of Australia; or 
·  a national of the United Kingdom in New Zealand; or 
·  the holder of a temporary permit that is valid for two years or more. 
·  If, you do not belong to one of these special categories and you receive medical treatment during your 

visit, you will be liable for the full costs of that treatment.  You must have insurance that will cover the 
cost of medical treatment in New Zealand for the duration of your stay in New Zealand. You must also 
obtain insurance to cover your travel to and from New Zealand” 

·  Full details on entitlements to publicly funded health services are available through the Ministry of 
Health, and can be viewed on their website at www.moh.govt.nz 

 
Accidents  
The Accident Compensation Corporation provides accident insurance for all New Zealand citizens, residents 
and temporary visitors to New Zealand, but you may still be liable for all other medical and related costs.

Fees 
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Student Visa and Permit information: 
“Full details of visa and permit requirements, advice on rights to employment in New Zealand while studying, 
and reporting requirements are available through Immigration New Zealand, and can be viewed on their 
website at www.immigration.govt.nz 
 
Contract 
A formal Offer of Place and subsequent receipt for fees constitutes a contract. 
 
 
Tuition Contract 
A tuition contract must be signed and returned to the school at the same time as the tuition fees 
are paid so that a receipt may be issued.  
 
 
 
Refund conditions 
If you withdraw from a course you may be eligible for a refund of tuition fees. 
·  Refunds must be applied for in writing from the country of origin of the student by either the 

parent or official agent of the student stating the reasons for withdrawal. Any refunds will be 
paid directly to either of these applicants. 

·  Students who cancel their enrolment before they arrive in New Zealand may apply for a refund 
of tuition fees. 

·  Students in the school will not be given a refund unless they withdraw from the programme for 
special family reasons. 

·  Any refund of tuition fees will have all school expenses deducted - MoE levy, agent 
commission, relevant cost of committed staff and resources and GST. 

·  There will be no tuition fees refunds:  
·  after the mid point of a course,  
·  if a student transfers to another school    
·  if a student is expelled or excluded. 
·  if a student who is enrolled for intensive English study at a language 

school seeks enrolment at another secondary school. 
·  Any unused accommodation or pocket money will be refunded in full to the student when this 

request is made in writing. For amounts in excess of $NZ 500, the school will request the 
authorization of parent or agent

Wellington High School is a co-educational state secondary school and is responsible to the New 
Zealand Ministry of Education for the competence of its staff and the quality of its programmes.

Apply for a Student Visa from the New Zealand Immigration Service. 
www.immigration.govt.nz 
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The school will find accommodation for students if requested. To apply, fill out the details on the 
application form at the back of this booklet. 
 
All accommodation arranged by the school has been assessed in compliance with the Code of 
practice for the pastoral care of international students. 
 
Students under 18 years of age must stay in homestay accommodation approved by the school. 
This homestay will be monitored as required by the Code of Practice. 
Students request homestay accommodation on their Application for a Place form. 
Details of the style of homestay and the expectations of the host family are stated later in this 
document. 
 
Students 18 years of age or over may elect to live in the hostel or arrange other accommodation 
provided they have written parental approval. 
 
Parents may arrange private boarding accommodation but this is subject to the same checks as 
the school provided homestay accommodation and students pay an accommodation-monitoring 
fee. 
 
A hostel located next door to the school is shared by students from Massey University and Victoria 
University and may have rooms available to those students who are over 18 years of age. It 
comprises single or double rooms with beds, clothing storage, refrigerator, telephone link, heating 
and a bathroom. There is a large modern communal kitchen on the ground floor for you to prepare 
your food. There is an adjacent dining room. Each floor has a smaller kitchen suitable for food 
preparation. Communal laundry facilities are on the ground floor. The hostel is close to a variety of 
ethnic restaurants and food markets. 
If you live in the hostel, you must obey the regulations of the hostel manager. Failure to do this can 
lead to termination of your enrolment at the school. 
 
Any changes to accommodation must be organised through the Homestay coordinator and Dean 
of International Students. 
 
Accommodation payment 
 
The school pays your host family or hostel fortnightly in advance by direct bank transfer from the 
accommodation fee you have deposited with the school. 
 
Your accommodation account at the school must always be in credit. When your account has less 
than 4 weeks credit, you will be invoiced for the amount due to retain credit until the end of the 
current academic year. This fee should be paid within the 4 week period. 
 
For students returning to the same homestay after the summer holidays a holding fee of $440 must 
be paid. 
 
If you wish to leave your homestay you must give two weeks notice or a payment of two weeks fee 
instead if you decide to leave without giving notice.  If you leave the school, any unused homestay 
money will be refunded. This process may take up to 10 working days. 
 
If you wish to discuss the balance of tuition fees, accommodation fees or pocket money or get any 
other information about money sent to the school by your parents or agent, you should see the 
Director of International Students. 
 
The school does not generally manage the board or rent payments for students over 18 who are 
living independently. 
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The school will arrange homestay accommodation and monitor this as required by the Code of 
Practice for the Pastoral Care of International Students. If you feel you have a problem in your 
homestay you should speak with the Dean of International Students or the Homestay Coordinator 
as soon as possible. Students over the age of 18 may live independently only with the written 
permission from their parents. 
 
Your Homestay 
 
Living with a New Zealand family will help you learn a lot about the New Zealand way of life and 
improve your English language. 
 
Your host family will make you welcome, and when you first arrive, they will help you to find your 
way about the city and to the school. 
 
You will find that there will be differences between your life and customs in your home country and 
those in New Zealand.  Because you are coming to live in New Zealand, you must be prepared to 
make some changes so that you can live happily here. 
 
You will be placed with a family which will be matched as closely as possible to your requirements 
on the application form which you complete. 
 
Your homestay will be within a 30 minute bus journey to the school. 
 
Your host family will provide you with  
·  your own room and make you feel part of their family   
·  a cooked dinner in the evening and will make sure that food is available for your breakfast and 

lunch.  In most New Zealand families, breakfast consists of toast or cereal which you can 
prepare for yourself.  You will also be able to make sandwiches or some suitable alternative for 
your lunch.  If you have any strong likes or dislikes your family should be aware of them from 
the information you have given on your homestay application. 

 
Most New Zealand households have pets, usually a cat and often a dog.  Pets are frequently 
allowed inside the house. 
 
Listed below are some guidelines of what to expect when you live with a New Zealand family: 
 
Basic courtesies 
 
In all New Zealand families, it is expected that when you are going out, you tell the family 

- where you are going 
- who you are going with 
- what time you expect to be home and  
- how you are traveling 

 
This is important because it is polite and because of your own safety in case of an accident. 
 
Dinner times are fixed.  If you are not going to be in for dinner, you must tell your homestay family 
in the morning or on the day before.  You are usually expected to be home for dinner and home in 
the evenings during the week.  Remember, you are in this country to study and to improve your 
English language. 
 
Most New Zealand homes are non-smoking.  If you smoke, you will need to go outside. 

 

 

 

 

 Homestay Accommodation  
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Household chores 
Very few New Zealand families have servants or cleaners and most New Zealand women work 
outside the home.  As a result, everyday household chores are shared among family members. 
 
You will be expected to keep your own room clean and tidy, to help clear away and wash the 
dishes after a meal and to do your own light washing and ironing.  As you are part of a family, you 
will need to share in keeping the house clean and tidy. 
 
Problems 
Misunderstandings can occur because of differences in language and customs.  If you feel you 
have a problem in your homestay you should speak with the Dean of International Students or the 
Homestay Coordinator as soon as possible.  
In general, you are making a commitment to your homestay family for the school year.  If a 
decision is made to move from this family, you must give two weeks advance notice.  
 
Telephone and Internet use. 
In most families, telephone calls and internet use should not be made before 8.00 in the morning or 
after 9.00 in the evening.  You should advise your friends not to call you outside these times. 
 
You must limit the time you spend on the telephone and internet and the number of calls you make 
and receive.  Remember that there are other members of the family who also need to use the 
telephone/internet. 
 
You must discuss arrangements for making international calls and connecting to the internet with 
your host family when you arrive.  The most satisfactory arrangement is to buy and use cheap 
calling cards which are widely available in Wellington. You may need to set up your own internet 
account which may require a deposit. 
 
Use of bathroom, shower, toilet 
Most New Zealand homes have only one bathroom.  You must consider other family members and 
not stay in the bathroom too long (15 minutes).  You should also make sure that the bathroom is 
left clean and tidy after you use it. 
 
In New Zealand, hot water is very expensive and the supply in the house is limited.  You should not 
shower for more than 5 minutes.  As New Zealand is not a hot country, you should not need to 
shower more than once or twice a day. 
 
Use of electrical appliances 
These include lights, heaters, electric blankets, stereo, TV, radios, cookers. 
Because of the fire danger and the expense of electricity, these items need to be used with care 
and respect.  All electrical appliances must be turned off when you are not in the room where they 
are being used. 
 
Holidays 
Holidays are times some students chose to travel. 
When you start your holiday plans you must go to the Dean of International Student with written 
permission from your parents and your proposed itinerary. The school is responsible for your 
safety and welfare at all times while you have a Student Visa and requires that you leave an 
itinerary and contact telephone numbers and addresses where you can be contacted at all times. 
Failure to comply with this request may result in termination of your enrolment. 
 
If you go away from the homestay during the vacation periods, for periods of a week or more, you 
must inform your homestay family in advance.  You can arrange a reduction in your board 
payments for the time you are away.  Generally half board is paid. 
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Wellington High School is in the middle of the city and is well serviced by buses.  There are 
concession rates available for students on public transport during school time. 
 
Attendance 
All students are expected to be at school during school hours and any absence must be explained 
by a letter from the parent, guardian or doctor. Your parent, guardian or host family is always 
contacted if there is concern by teachers about your attendance. The minimum requirement for 
senior students is 80% and absences resulting from illness, accident or the student’s own intention 
are not differentiated. 
 
An attendance of less than 80% in any one term from any one class will result in termination of 
enrolment and notification of this to the New Zealand Immigration Service. 
 
Unsatisfactory attendance which does not result in termination of enrolment may still prevent the 
school from offering you an extension of your existing Student Visa. 
 
Timetable 
Your courses are chosen from those listed in the Courses of Study page. 
If you are having problems with your subjects (too easy, too difficult, not what you expected), it 
may be possible to change some of them early in the year.  You must discuss this first with the 
Dean of International students. 
Reports 
You will be given a report at least twice a year and a copy of this report is sent to your parents in 
your home country.  The school reserves the right to contact your parents directly about any 
matter, which causes concern. For this reason, it is your responsibility to inform the Dean of 
International Students immediately, of any change of residential address, telephone or fax number 
or e-mail contact address of your parents in your home country or your host family in New Zealand. 
 
Wellington High School Certificates 
These are awarded to International Students who achieve academically and participate in sporting 
and cultural activities in the school.  Students can achieve: Distinction, Merit or Completion grades. 
 
Discipline 
All members of the school community are expected to respect each other.  
Physical violence, verbal abuse and sexual harassment are unacceptable and you may be 
expelled from the school if your conduct breaks this rule.  You may also be expelled for possession 
of alcohol, drugs or weapons on the school campus or for behaviour outside of the school which, in 
the opinion of the Principal, brings discredit on the school. 
 
You are subject to the same school rules and disciplinary procedures as New Zealand students 
and the Principal has the authority to suspend you.  If your enrolment is cancelled because of a 
severe breach of discipline you will not have fees refunded and will be expelled from the school. 
This will mean that your Student Visa for the school will be cancelled but not necessarily your 
Student Permit. 
 
 
Security  
There are lockers available for book storage for a non refundable deposit of $10.00. These are for 
storage of books because students move to different classrooms for each subject. You must keep 
valuables and money with you or leave them with the office if you need to bring them to school.  
Your property is your responsibility. You should not keep valuables or money in your locker.  The 
school will not take responsibility for valuables or money taken from lockers.  You must not bring 
large amounts of cash to school. 
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Smoking 
The Wellington High School campus is a smoke-free environment. You are expected to respect 
this. 
You are also expected to comply with any requests or restrictions about smoking in your homestay 
or hostel environment. 
 
 
Cars 
If you wish to own/or drive a car while enrolled at this school, you must have completed one full 
year of study in New Zealand, have written permission from your parents, be a licensed  
New Zealand driver, and have vehicle insurance.  You will not be permitted to own a car while you 
are in a school arranged homestay. If you fail to comply with any of these restrictions, you may 
have your enrolment at the school terminated. 

 
The City 
Wellington City is the capital city of New Zealand. It is built around a harbour and on the hills near 
the coast.  Most of the suburbs are hilly.  The city is very compact and it does not take long to 
travel from one end to the other. 
 
There is good public transport to most suburbs during the week and normal working hours, but 
after 7pm and at weekends the public transport is not so frequent or may not run at all in some 
areas. 
 
The commercial and shopping areas are in the middle of the city and are easily accessible from the 
school. 
 
Understanding where you can go at night in Wellington is important and you should always go out 
with someone and make sure that you have suitable arrangements for getting back to your 
accommodation. 
 
The climate in Wellington is temperate.  During the summer, temperatures may be in the vicinity of 
22-26 degrees but in winter, may often drop below 10 degrees for many days at a time. 
 
You need warm and waterproof clothing and should purchase this in your home country if possible 
as clothing is very expensive in New Zealand. 
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You must bring with you: 
 
·  your passport 
·  reports and documentation from your previous school. 
·  the original of your Tuition Contract which was signed in your home country. 
 
When you arrive at the school for the first time, you will be given an English Language Test. This 
test is referred to in your formal Offer of Place. 
 
The result of the test is also used to establish what English language tuition you might require. The 
Dean of International Students will discuss your course requests and their suitability for you and 
arrange a full curriculum timetable. When this has been done, you will be able to attend classes. 
 
On your first full day, you will be given an orientation of the school.  Details of this programme will 
be given to you at your enrolment interview. You will also be given details of school disciplinary 
procedures, grievance procedures and termination of enrolment procedures at this time. 
 
Support Person  
When International students have a Wellington based support person, Wellington High School 
expects this person to undertake the following: 
 
1. Take responsibility for the student in the event of any emergency situation such as  
 hospitalisation or accident etc. 
 
2. Arrange with the parents to control and monitor spending money.  Too much money  
 generally leads to problems.  The school suggests that NZ$ 80 per week is sufficient. 
 
3. Support the student at school by attending school functions, both social and academic. 
 
4. Be available to talk to the student about any problems she/he has. 
 
5. Provide an effective link between the student and host family. 
 
6. Help arrange weekend and holiday activities. 
 
A relative or family friend may act as support person for your child.   
 
Wellington High School provides a comprehensive student support service and does not believe 
additional support is necessary.
